· All presenters are aware of PCL policy in relation to snakes: http://www.tams.act.gov.au/__data/assets/pdf_file/0006/18843/Living_with_Snakes_Brochure.pdf .  If a snake is present:

· Stand still

· Leave snake alone

· Wait for the snake to leave; and

· If it doesn’t, back off and abandon that part of the program.
· A First Aid Kit is readily available (with compression bandages).
